The Lay Pastoral Leader says

Place the wafers on the paten OR leave them in the ciborium.  Pour the consecrated wine into the 

chalice.  The Officiant takes the consecrated elements, walks to the chancel steps, and 

 facing the People says the following Invitation.  (If you have placed the wafers on the paten, be 

careful when you turn because wafers tend to move around.)  

Hold the elements away from the center of your body but do not elevate above mid-chest height. 

 

Those who wish to receive communion may do so at this time. 

 
The congregation receives the previously consecrated Sacrament in both kinds, and then the 

ministers.  Remember to take communion to anyone in the congregation who does not come forward.  

Pastoral Leaders receive LAST.  When finished, take remaining elements to the credence table and 

cover with a white cloth.   

 

During the ministration of Communion, hymns, psalms, or anthems may be sung.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, 

the only Son of God, 

eternally begotten of the Father, 

God from God, Light from Light, 

true God from true God, 

begotten, not made, 

of one Being with the Father. 

Through him all things were made. 

For us and for our salvation 

he came down from heaven: 

by the power of the Holy Spirit 

he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary, 

and was made man. 

For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; 

he suffered death and was buried. 

On the third day he rose again 

in accordance with the Scriptures; 

he ascended into heaven 

and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 

He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, 

 and his kingdom will have no end. 

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, 



who proceeds from the Father and the Son. 

With the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified. 

He has spoken through the Prophets. 

We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. 

We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins.
