
Finals Care Package for College Students- A New, Grant-funded Program. 

 

Traditionally, campus ministries have been confined to the college campus, and the churches 

involved in college-aged ministry are the churches closest to campuses. We have recognized a 

significant gap in how we care for college students, a gap often widened by the perception that 

campus ministry is a task for a select few churches.  

 

Our insight is that the vast majority of churches are connected to students, be it through familial 

ties, friendships, or graduated youth group members. We aspire to extend the embodiment of 

God's love to these students who may not engage with traditional campus ministry or attend 

schools without organized ministry. After all, every young person deserves to feel God’s love 

and communal support; they shouldn’t have to seek it out on their own.  

 

In the hope of closing this gap and changing how we minister to and meet college students where 

they are, we have applied for a grant from the wider church in the Young Adult and Campus 

Ministry office to start a new ministry: Finals Care Package Program for College Students—a 

powerful and tangible expression of love, compassion, and connection. It's not just about sending 

care packages during Finals week; it's about sowing seeds of connection and understanding. 

These packages serve as more than mere tokens; for the students, they become vessels carrying 

the essence of God's love. For the parishioners, they become training tools to help them rethink 

what being in relationship with young people looks like. We are thrilled to announce that we 

have received this grant in full!  

 

Creating and sending care packages is not just a one-time event; packages are sent out twice a 

year, every year. Because the process involves local parish leaders purchasing items and 

assembling the packages, churches really take ownership of the project. Creating care packages 

is an invitation to actively participate in spreading God's love. We hope your church will 

participate and send care packages to the young adults who are connected in any way to your 

church.

• An Excel sheet with a list of possible items to include in your packages, plus a link where 

you can purchase the items. We have made it possible, when purchased in bulk, for 

packages to be assembled for around $5 a box. The Episcopal Church in Colorado will 

pay for the shipping of a medium-sized, flat-rate USPS box.
